The Multicultural Refugee Coalition is an innovative 
organization blending skills-based education with social 
entrepreneurship to create livelihood opportunities for 
refugees in Austin. Through free and low-cost job training, 
they prepare refugees for fair-wage work in one of three 
social enterprise areas: farming, textile manufacturing 
and interpreter training. Since 2009, the coalition has 
supported more than 1,000 refugees from 20 countries. 
The Community First Grant will help pay stipends for 
New Leaf Agriculture, a farm apprenticeship program 
for three to six refugees on a 12-acre commercial farm 
east of Austin and a community garden program for 20 
refugee families. Whole Cities Foundation is proud to 
help the Multicultural Refugee Coalition further develop 
New Leaf Farm during its second year of production.
